2 Year Old Classroom

colors, shapes, recognize their name, starting to
trace and color.

3/4 Year Old Classroom

Can recognize and spell their first and
last name, can count to 100, beginning
handwriting, and can recite the days of the week
and months of the year.

5 Year Old Classroom

Can write full name, letters and
numbers, beginning to recognize numbers 1-100,
write small words, can do simple addition and
subtraction, know sounds of letters (phonetics),
and beginning to recognize money
denominations.
